Call for entries - $10,000 in prizes 
Deadline for entries is the 5pm the 4th May 2010.

The Territory’s longest running short film festival (since 1999) is calling for entries. There is $10,000 in cash prizes to be won and a heap of Galah Awards up for grabs. There are 15 category awards worth $500 each and a few $1000 awards from sponsors. If you can shoot it, edit it and get it in by the deadline the odds are good for your film or music clip to be selected as a finalist and win a cash prize. It’s just like the academy awards but different.   
Now is the time to get out there and make films. No more than 7 minutes in length including the credits. Your film can be on any topic or genre. You can also submit short films that have been made during the previous year or 2, as long as you meet the terms and conditions of entry. 
Our 2010 competition now includes a new annual prize category for the Best MUSIC CLIP. So if you are a muso or band and have a clip that has been made in the past 2 years you can enter it in the competition. If you’re a filmmaker go and find a bunch of musicians to make a music clip with. The only catch is you must be a NT based band or muso, the clip must have been made in the NT using NT production people and be no longer than 4 minutes in length. 
We have an award for the BEST EXPERIMENTAL film; this is for all you new media or digital artists to get creative too. The keyword or object for 2010 is SPLASH, its use in your film is not compulsory but we challenge you to use it is some special way in your film. There is a Galah Award and a cash prize for the Best Use of the Keyword or Object. There are 15 category awards to win too. 
If you can shoot it, edit it and get it in by the deadline you have the chance to win a Galah Award and cash prizes from our generous sponsors. Over 60 films will be screened during the Fist Full of Films Festival from the 3 – 6 June 2010. The four night screen program is FREE so everyone involved in making the film or music clip, your family and friends can come along and watch in Civic Park on the big screen.
